PROPOSAL FOR PATIO FURNITURE


The Ladies Committee has discussed replacing the patio tables which are in the process of disintegrating. We have also discussed the purchase of additional umbrellas for the tables. I have asked Joe and Cathy Nadeau, who researched our new round tables in the dining room, to research tables for outside. I have attached information on the tables they found, which are 100% resin.

The problem with the current tables is that they are fiberglass over fiberboard and after a few years they have degraded to the point where the glass has broken down and the board is disintegrating. The proposed tables are sun and salt water resistant and can be cleaned with soap and water. The cost of each table is $196.56 and shipping for 5 is $130.00 bringing the total cost for five to $1112.80

I was advised by a member of the Committee that Ocean State Job Lots had umbrellas and bases at a reasonable cost ($38 per table and $30 per stand).  I made an executive decision and purchased five of each for the sum total of $340.

We propose that we, the Ladies Committee, share the cost of 5 new tables, umbrellas and bases with PYC as we did with the new inside tables. I ask the Club to provide the Ladies Committee with a check for $726.40, which is 50% of the cost, so that we may order new tables for the patio.
