We, the Flag Officers and Board of Directors, wish to express our sincere thanks for the immeasurable aid rendered by you and your staff to reach this sensible conclusion. The Yacht Club has made these moorings available to the boating public for many years with no restriction except that the intended vessel and mooring must be compatible. We will continue to do so through our wholly owned Maine non-profit corporation, the Pepperrell Cove Yacht Club.

 We would especially like to commend Sarah Holmes of your staff.  She informed herself of the facts and issues very quickly after our approach to your office in the summer of 2011.  She then facilitated  and organized a meeting in late July 2011, bringing together all the interested parties.
