The following is a schedule of the dues and fees currently in effect.  These may be changed by an affirmative vote by two-thirds of the members present at an Annual Meeting.  The application fee or reinstatement fee will be equal to the annual dues and must accompany the application for membership.  The application fee or reinstatement fee will be as follows:  for memberships where any member is 30 years or older – an amount double the annual dues; for memberships where all members are under the age of 30 – an amount equal to the annual dues.  These fees must accompany the application for membership.  The fee will be returned if the application or reinstatement is not accepted.
