As the State of Maine begins re-opening, the AYC Board of Governors is pleased to announce Phase I of a developing plan to keep members safe, while adhering to guidelines set forward by the State and the CDC.

Phase I: Ropewalk: Bathrooms Only

Beginning Thursday, June 4, the Men's and Women's bathrooms will be open during regular, staffed hours at the Club (Monday - Friday 10-5; Saturday and Sunday 10-6).  The third bathroom, with shower, will remain closed.
· Use of bathrooms is for Members only. No guests allowed at this time.
· Masks must be worn at all times when accessing bathrooms.
· A sanitizing station will be placed just inside the Ropewalk door.  Please use it as you enter and exit the building.
· Please wipe down bathroom surfaces (countertops, toilet handle, faucet handles, door handles) after use.
· A professional cleaning company will be thoroughly cleaning and sanitizing the bathrooms, Thursday - Sunday nights.
 
The remainder of the Ropewalk, including the kitchen and deck, remains closed and off-limits.

We will be presenting other changes in the coming weeks, including a plan to open the deck. A reminder that we have
cancelled ALL summer events through August. We have also cancelled our Junior Sailing Program for the season.



A Reminder To Slipholders:
